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Foreword 
 
Nepal entered a new phase of political transformation with restoration of democratic 

governance following the successful people's movement of 2006, also known as the April 

Uprising. The collapse of the King's direct rule and the wiping out of the monarch from 

his traditional role of patronizing the national army-- which effectively sought the 

military's allegiance towards the institution of monarchy rather than to the people as 

such--has brought about a drastic change in the perspectives of defining civil-military 

relations in Nepal. 

 

What's more, the direct control over the nation's military as exercised by the monarchy, 

and the further consolidation of the grip through different parliamentary declarations and 

enactment of Military Act, contributed in their own way to accumulate negative attitudes 

towards the Army itself in the eyes of civilian society. 

 

However, the role of the Nepalese Army in defense and development of the various 

dimensions of our nation cannot be ignored in mere sentiments. The military no doubt 

has a great role and responsibility to play in transforming Nepal into a successful 

democracy and pluralistic society by maintaining its good qualities, rectifying 

shortcomings and refining its strategies in a more people-friendly perspective. 

 

Enhancing civil-military relations is, therefore, of fundamental importance to the nation. 

Reviewing the civil-military relation in fact calls for in-depth studies, research and policy 

analysis. This is necessary even for consolidating democratic processes. 

 

Motivated by this very necessity, Freedom Forum, in association with The Asia 

Foundation (TAF), initiated a series of discourse on the issue late last year and early this 

year. Primarily, three discourses were held—one in the capital city of Kathmandu and 

two in the regional towns outside the capital, namely, Biratnagar (in the east) and 

Nepalgunj (in the west). 

 

Judging the merits of inputs derived from those intensive deliberations, we were more 

than encouraged to compile the whole output in the form of this report. We believe that 

the report could help the concerned stakeholders as well as freelance intellectuals and 

professionals to ponder on the issue of civil-military relations, which is a relatively 

modern in the context of our contemporary political discourse. 

 

Obviously, it is hoped that the report would also support, to some extent, in eliciting the 

focal areas and concerns that need to be addressed while working towards ensuring an 

enhanced civil-military relations in the new democratic context of Nepal. 

 

In this regard, we are highly grateful to The Asia Foundation for helping us carry out 

interactive discussion programs on civil-military relations in Nepal. We are particularly 



 

thankful to Mr Nick Langton, Country Representative of TAF/ Nepal, and Sagar Prasai, 

Program Advisor of the Foundation, for their cordial support. Advocate Bhimarjun 

Acharya deserves our special thanks for providing us with keynote material for those 

roundtables through his in-depth analysis of civil-military relations in legal and 

constitutional perspectives.

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Report on CMR Roundtables 

 

Executive Summary 

 

Freedom Forum, in association with The Asia Foundation (TAF), organized a series of 

interactive, consultative roundtables with senior military professionals and civic society 

activists in different parts of the country after the beginning of the peace process in 

Nepal. A total of three programs were held between November 2006 and January, 2007 

in Nepalgunj, Biratnagar and Kathmnadu. 

 

All these meetings were held as part of the Forum's initiative to facilitate ways to enhance 

relations between people and the military organization in a changed, democratic 

perspective of Nepal. 

 

Freedom Forum undertook its activities on promoting CMR discourse, basing it on the 

legal analysis report prepared by advocate Bhimarjun Acharya. The CMR discourses 

were impressively attended by high ranking military officers (both incumbent and 

retired), human rights activists, security experts, professors, civil society leaders, political 

activists, lawyers, media professionals as well as teachers and social workers. The issues 

and ideas that figured in the discussions were carefully documented and the output 

produced, along with recommendations, through special rapporteurs. 

 

In his working paper, advocate Acharya said, as the role of military was crucial in the 

much-desired restructuring of the nation, its orientation towards the civilian governance 

was also equally important. According to him, such an orientation was even more 

relevant when the state was transforming itself from the feudal to the civilian structure. 

 

The crux of the ongoing relationship discourse, Acharya said, was to stress that even the 

military should be under the full fledged civilian control in a democratic system. The 
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principle stressed was that, as citizens were decisive in determining the state's polity, 

intervention of any kind was undesirable from the Army as far as the state's polity was 

concerned. 

 

Following the beginning of the peace process, the possibility of incorporating the Maoist 

combatants and the national Army is being discussed. Such a "merger" might be possible 

if more and more civilian debate is encouraged in this regard. But Acharya also 

acknowledges the limitation of such a possibility, as things are "still debatable" among 

us. According to him, another principle that could redefine civil-military relationship in 

Nepal is: the military is for defending the society, not defining it! 

 

While the Maoist definition or charges against the military were also not always justified, 

the Army staff too, even those retired, do not deserve to represent political groupings by 

enjoying state facilities, Acharya observes. 

 

The Army's loyalty to the people should reflect through civilian government. The 

constitutions of the country until 1990 were focused on ensuring the military's loyalty 

towards the King or the Ranas. The 1990 Constitution, despite crowning the King as the 

supreme commander of the Army, had theoretically meant that role to be "ceremonial" 

but the political parties themselves did fail to recognize this constitutional provision. 

 

Even the recently amended Army Act (2006) retains some reservations in promoting the 

civic orientation of the Army, as it tends to deny civilian trials to military officials, in 

case of violations of law, except, of course, in the cases involving rape or murder. 

 

Civil-military relations in Nepal could be enhanced as per the norms of a democratic state 

by promoting interdisciplinary culture and re-amending the Military Act to allow only 

military offense in military court. 
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Chief Recommendations 

 

• Civil-Military relation is a relatively new discourse in Nepal but it deserves to 

be promoted for the cause of enhancing this relationship to suit democratic 

system. 

 

• Policy reforms aimed at re-building the institution of Army must not exclude 

the Army from the decision making process as well as the decision-making 

apparatus. 

 

• Army needs a transformation into a democratic mind-set, as well as upgrading 

its professionalism. 

 

• Nationwide dialogues and intensive discussions and interactions should be 

held extensively to support and facilitate the initiatives towards reforming the 

civil-military relations in Nepal. 

 

• Academic research, studies and publication of materials supportive to issues 

relating to Civil-Military relations should be promoted. 

 

• Nationwide debate and studies are necessary to review the structure of the 

Army in Nepal. 

 

• Army is part and parcel of the national system, but the state must work to 

ensure that it is accountable and strictly disciplined. 

 

• National Security Agenda (or Objective) should be prepared to guide the role 

and limitations of the Army as the national defense force. 

 

• Army must be able to reflect total loyalty to the civilian government in order 

to help build a better civil-military relationship. 
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Introduction and Background of the Project 

 

Following the success of the popular movement, even the military institution seems to 

have realized the need for redressing itself to suit the spirit of the changed context. The 

public wish to see the Army transforming itself into a democracy-supportive state 

security force. In this connection, the relation between civil and military sector obviously 

deserved to be re-defined in the present context. It is with this view that Freedom Forum 

initiated discussions, exploring ways to build up harmonious relations between civil 

sectors and the military. 

 

In the past, people were often afraid of the Army personnel and many felt insecure simply 

at the presence of the uniformed Army personnel in front of them. Clearly, this could be 

the reason of nothing other than the lack of sufficient orientation and interaction 

regarding civil-military relations.  

 

What's more, misunderstandings as well as occasional lapses on part of the Army also 

worked as deterrent in the CMR. Allegations pertaining to abuses such as rape, custodial 

and extra judicial killings, threats, manhandling, arbitrary arrests and detention have also 

helped to deteriorate this relation. All this have made it highly essential to ensure a 

healthy and non-controversial status of the military institution, upon which the people 

could trust and rely on as the true custodians of the nation. 

 

At a time when the nation embarked on the new democratic processes, where the state 

system sought drastic changes and reforms in many areas, especially in relation to 

safeguarding democratic rights and freedoms, and ensuring the supremacy of people, 

reform was deemed necessary within the Army as well. 

 

In this connection, Freedom Forum, in association with The Asia Foundation (TAF), 

organized a series of interactive, consultative roundtables with senior military 

professionals and civic society activists in different parts of the country after the 
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beginning of the peace process in Nepal. A total of three programs were held between 

November 2006 and January, 2007 in Nepalgunj, Biratnagar and Kathmnadu. The 

program in Biratnagar was held on 25 November 2006, and in Nepalgunj on 23 

December, whereas the program in Kathmandu was held on January 26, 2007. 

 

All these meetings were held as part of the Forum's initiative to facilitate ways to enhance 

relations between people and the military organization in a changed, democratic 

perspective of Nepal. The CMR seminars had their pursuit to promote logical dialogue 

and debate to help the Army as well as the civil societies to evaluate and self-evaluate 

everything that have promoted or disturbed the CMR in the Nepalese context. 

 

What's more, following the April movement, Nepal entered a new political process. The 

rampant suppression against protestors and political leaders during the popular 

movement, the success of the uprising, beginning of the peace process, the drastic cut in 

the powers and privileges of the King-- including the monarch's defrocking from the 

traditional role of the Army's supreme commander—had all combined to stir the minds of 

ordinary public as well as elite professionals to encourage for, and see a review in the 

CMR. 

 

And, on the other side of the coin was the Nepalese Army, whose long experiences too 

were equally worthy of consideration, in the state's collective effort to reform civil-

military relations. Thus, the CMR discourses that the Freedom Forum convened in 

association with the Asia Foundation were indeed timely and significant, not only from 

the perspective of the desire of the general public but also from the perspectives of the 

age-old institution of the Army that had its own stores of experiences--both sweet and 

sour-- to share with others. 
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Methodology and Activities 

 

Freedom Forum carried out the project activities, based on the guidelines received from, 

and the understanding reached with TAF, both at formal and informal levels. As spelt out 

in the agreement, Freedom Forum undertook its activities on promoting CMR discourse, 

basing it on the legal analysis report prepared by advocate Bhimarjun Acharya as an 

independent consultant directly appointed by TAF. On its part, Freedom Forum did carry 

out four major activities that included: 

 

• Translation of the Legal Analysis Report into Nepali 

• Roundtable in Biratnagar 

• Roundtable in   Nepalgunj 

• Roundtable in Kathmandu 

 

For the translation of the Legal Analysis Report, Freedom Forum hired an independent 

professional with a good deal of knowledge and understanding of legal writings and 

terminologies. Whereas, for the roundtables, the same consultant who prepared Legal 

Analysis Report for TAF served as principal resource person, who presented an abstract 

of his report. In each of the three roundtables, the presentation was followed by and 

critical comments by a couple of informed scholars or professionals and then joined in by 

a number of other speakers and commentators. 

 

Obviously, the participating speakers and commentators came from a wide ranging field 

of Nepalese society, bearing special connection, in one way or another, with the issues of 

civil-military relations in Nepal. They included high ranking military officers (both 

incumbent and retired), human rights activists, security experts, professors, civil society 

leaders, political activists, lawyers, media professionals as well as teachers and social 

workers.The issues and ideas that figured in the discussions were carefully documented 

and the output produced, along with recommendations, through special rapporteurs. 
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Project Assessment 

 

The purpose of the Freedom Forum-TAF partnership in this project was to initiate an 

informed consultative process on the legal and political reform of Nepal's civil-military 

relations. Based on the Legal Analysis Report that explored the 1990 constitution, 

relevant laws, and other regulatory and policy instruments that govern civil-military in 

Nepal, as well as a review of the recently promulgated new Interim Constitution, 

Freedom Forum conducted its programs, inviting key actors and opinion makers from the 

political parties, military, media, legal community, academia as well as the civil society. 

 

The purpose was to solicit diverse views on the issue, including from those who have 

argued against reforms, and generate consensus on a legal and political agenda for 

transforming civil-military relations in Nepal.  And effectively enough, we were able to 

achieve several things at this initial stage of the CMR discourse in Nepal, where armed 

political conflict of the past eleven years has left despairing impressions. 

 

Incredibly, however, we were able to note the following points as the immediate 

achievements of the CMR dialogues: 

 

• The roundtables helped to create good deal of awareness among the concerned 

stakeholders on the need for enhancing civil-military relations in Nepal. The 

programs attracted wide media coverage and further supported this cause. 

 

• Military and civilian stakeholders were brought together, clearing away some 

of the most vulnerable misunderstandings among them, about each other. 
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• The dialogues have created the atmosphere for the different stakeholders to 

work together in the process towards building better civil-military relations in 

the days ahead. 

 

Consultative Roundtable in Kathmandu: A Monograph    

 

 

The consultative roundtable in Kathmandu was held on 26 January 2007. Sanjeeb 

Ghimire, executive member of Freedom forum, opened the program which was attended 

by more than 50 participants. More than 16 delegates expressed their opinion, shared 

knowledge and provided concrete inputs to the discussion. Participants said that the 

roundtable was "highly relevant" in the given circumstance of the country. 

 

Facilitating the program, chairman of the Freedom Forum, Taranath Dahal,  said the issue 

of civil-military relations deserved "intensive discussion" as it could no more be ignored 

as a 'closed issue' to be considered only by the authorities. He expressed the belief that 

regular dialogue or interaction between the Army officials and civil sectors could always 

be instrumental in clearing away many doubts and confusion about each other. 

 

Presentation: Civil-Military Relations in Democracy 

 

In the programs, advocate Bhimarjun Acharya, who specializes in constitutional law, 

presented a working paper drafted in the form of a Power-Point slide, and said the 

contemplation on civil-military relations was not only sensitive but relatively new issue  

for Nepal. He said that the kind of relations that we want to establish must be decided 

through a broad discussion. As the role of military is crucial in the much-desired 

restructuring of the nation, its orientation towards civilian governance is also very 

important. And, according to him, such an orientation becomes even more relevant when 

the state is transforming itself from the feudal to the civilian structure. 
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Although he cited instances of Costa Rica (which has a model of "state sans Army") and 

Sweden (where "sections of civilians are given paramilitary training"), he suggested that 

a pragmatic mechanism be developed for determining civil-military relations in Nepal 

through "wider common sense and technical viabilities". 

 

Yet, the crux of the ongoing relationship discourse, he said, was to stress that even the 

military should be under the full fledged civilian control in a democratic system. The 

principle stressed was that as citizens were decisive in determining the state's polity, 

intervention of any kind was undesirable from the Army as far as it relates to the state's 

polity. Highlighting the role of military in a democracy, he said the military is expected 

to serve the nation rather than trying to lead it. 

 

Following the beginning of the peace process, the possibility of incorporating the Maoist 

combatants and the national Army is being discussed at certain quarters. In this 

connection, Acharya said such a "merger" might be possible if more and more civilian 

debate is encouraged in this regard. But he also acknowledged the limitation of such a 

possibility, as things were "still debatable" with us. Anyway, the military is for defending 

the society, not defining it, which was another principle that could redefine civil-military 

relationship in Nepal. 

 

Acharya said the Maoist definition or charges against the military are also not fair. He 

argued that Army staff, even retired ones, cannot afford to represent some political 

groupings by enjoying state facilities. 

 

Stressing the need for Army's loyalty to the people through civilian government, he said 

the constitutions of the country until 1990 were focused on ensuring the military's loyalty 

towards the King or the Ranas. He said in the fifties, Padma Shumsher made the Army 

loyal to the Ranas, later the statute issued by King Tribhuvan vested the Army's loyalty 

on the King; in 1958, King Mahendra introduced  another constitution that came even 

closer and made the King supreme commander of the Nepalese Army. The 1990 

Constitution also crowned the King as the supreme commander of the Army but the role 
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was theoretically meant to be "ceremonial" in nature. Acharya held political parties 

responsible for failing to recognize this constitutional provision. 

 

Acharya maintained that even the recently amended Army Act (2006) retains some 

reservations in promoting the civic orientation of the Army, as it tends to deny civilian 

trials to military officials, in case of violations of law, except, of course, in the cases 

involving rape or murder. He insisted that actually, all cases barring those entirely related 

to military affairs should be handled by the military Court of Marshall. 

 

Finally, he suggested that civil-military relations in Nepal could be enhanced as per the 

norms of a democratic state by promoting interdisciplinary culture and re-amending the 

Military Act to allow only military offense in military court. [He referred to cases of 

firing in Nagarkot (Bhaktapur) and Belbari (Morang) as something that have had 

detrimental effect on the image of the Army] (See 'Annex' for his Analysis report and its 

summary slides.) 

 

Discussions and Comments  

 

'Reality should not be ignored' 

 

Prof. Dr Druba Kumar Shrestha, a well-known scholar in Nepalese security affairs, 

commented on Acharya's paper. Acknowledging the role of commentator as "complex", 

he said the paper to him appeared "written in haste", for it seemed to ignore the historical 

realities of the nation. 

 

Dr Shrestha argued that, until 1951, the nature of the state's polity never had a civilian 

orientation and this reality should not be ignored. The Nepalese Army has remained the 

state builder ever since its inception, whatever role or name we may give to this 

organization. Bhmsen Thapa's error is referred to even by historians in 1816 Sugauli 

Treaty. Ever since a time when national frontiers were yet to be formalized, the Nepalese 
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Army has played a role in defining territorial clarity and sovereignty. We should not be 

oblivious of this. 

 

What actually is the problem in the civil-military relation in Nepal? If anything, it is the 

perceived apprehension that civilian authorities were sometimes defied by the army. But 

this may not be fair. Possibly, mistakes are on both sides. Coordination and consultations 

were missing on part of the governments too. Was it democratic for political leadership to 

be constantly ignoring the need for coordination and consultation with the national army? 

And why was the National Defense Council not activated properly?  Our MP's appeared 

to be totally illiterate on military affairs. We are talking about "security doctrine" at a 

time when [even a minimal] defense review was (and is) missing in our country. What is 

'security doctrine'? 

 

Dr Shrestha also raised grievance at the way successive governments handled the 

Ministry of Defense. "Parliament can play the role of overseeing (oversight) agency. The 

Prime Minister—one who hardly knows anything about the defense affairs-- is made a 

Defense Minister. This does not serve a smooth functioning of the Defense organs. 

He added that a Defense Minister should be someone with a military background. But 

unfortunately, they were not allowed. Maybe, some racial discrimination was at work 

behind this. His apprehension: those in the helms of affairs did not like to bring such a 

person who possibly would come from Rai, Magar, Gurung or other background of 

nationalities. 

 

But such a mistake must not be repeated, he suggested. Even the "Hawaii seminar" raised 

the question of civilian supremacy. But I say better relations are not possible by ignoring 

mutuality. More interaction and understanding of the role of Army was necessary. The 

role of the Army ought to be decided through sufficient consultations with them. A Prime 

Minister cannot lead and control the Army simply by the name of "democracy or civilian 

rule". 
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He further advised that the government first assess its role and responsibilities, and then 

see if the army is working properly or not. In case not, then it may use its appropriate law 

enforcement or disciplinary measures which are provided for in the state system. At that 

time, none can question the government for the action it may take. 

 

He was also critical of the provision in the interim constitution granting Prime Minister 

unlimited powers. He said it was dictatorial in nature. "Who will be responsible if the PM 

takes some undue move? And how can we expect better civil-military relations in such a 

state?" he questioned. 

 

 

Army and the question of accountability 

 

Chandra Bahadur Gurung, Rtd General of the Nepalese Army, stressed on the need for 

promoting civil-military coexistence. He expressed satisfaction that the discussion was 

getting really serious and interactive. But he was also concerned at the political short-

sightedness in allowing unlimited power to someone. "What if some dictatorial power 

emerges in politics or the Army?" he questioned. 

 

When we are aware of the need for oversight management and the volatility of a 

transitional phase, raising question about the integrity of Army may not be fair. The 

provision in the Military Act allowing discussion over the Army in the Parliament's Work 

Management Committee, and the frequent questioning over the rationale of the Army, 

need serious pondering. 

 

However, for the first time, the Act has clearly defined the roles of the Army vis-à-vis the 

government, which is a positive aspect. The provision of the National Defense Council is 

also notable. This is a democratic provision which is missing even in the US system. The 

provision for the Army to submit annual report to the House each year through the Prime 

Minister, indirectly allows sufficient interaction between the head of the government and 

the Army. That the Army is accountable to the people has been clearly established after 
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the latest popular Movement. This is a catalytic development. In the past, the situation 

was different. But now we have to forget the past and move ahead by forging mutual 

understanding. It is high time we start thinking how we would handle or manage the new 

army of Napal. MoD and the Army should have closer link. The prospect of 

accommodating the Janamukti Sena [the Maoist army] into the Nepalese Army also 

suggests a positive development. We must all work to reap benefits from the new 

situation for the broader cause of the nation. 

 

Nepalese Army: Part and parcel of the government 

 

Mohan Banjade, Secretary of Law Reform Commission, expressed the opinion that Army 

was part and parcel of the state system and the present-day Nepal cannot imagine the 

nation sans Army. He said, trained and effective Army was essential for us, although the 

role and action of the army were to be determined by the political leadership. 

 

He defended the Nepalese Army as having been guided by this principle from the times 

of Prithvi Narayan and the Ranas to the present. Today even ordinary people can join the 

army and today's army cannot be compared with the army during the Rana or the 

Panchayat days. 

 

He regretted that even highly secret information was coming out into the media, which 

was not necessary. "Only such information that may deserve media coverage should 

come out. The actual size of the army, the number of brigades, for instance, need not 

come out. This does not mean that the Army could go unaccountable. Accountability and 

discipline are essential. At the same time, maintaining institutional secrecy 

(confidentiality) too was equally important. Today, the Army the best discussed 

institution in House, which I think is a way towards its civilian orientation. 

 

As an army with a positive international image, discussion is desirable from right now to 

determine the role and quality of the national army in the post-CA Nepal. We cannot 
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afford to always keep our Army inside the barracks. We can transform them into a 

National Development Force. 

 

Participation and discussion 

 

In the seminar which was attended by more than 50 participants, over 16 delegates 

expressed their opinion, shared knowledge and provided concrete inputs to the 

discussion, which they considered as highly relevant in the given circumstance of the 

country. Amongst the speakers were sitting as well as retired high ranking officials of the 

Nepalese Army as well as experts in security affairs, constitutional experts, human rights 

activists, sociologists, development experts as well as Members of Interim Parliament 

and the leaders of the Maoist militias who are under a peace process with the 

government. 

 

 

 

Progressive approach for better CMR 

 

Putting forth his impression in the discussion, the Maoists' western regional commander, 

Pasang, said at a time when the nation is going through a state of transition, the CMR talk 

was only natural and essential. This is a time the nation is discussing reconstruction—not 

only of the Nepalese Army but of our (Maoist) combatant force as well, and of the nation 

as a whole. He prioritized the nation's focus in this order: First the nation, then the Army 

and its relation with people. He claimed the interim statute was not exhaustive, and it had 

still retained many of its traditional patterns. "But there was no alternative to it in the 

present circumstances," he said. He added that, in the changed context of the nation, all 

institutions-- not just army—should move ahead with new, progressive approach. 

According to him, the Army's "democratization" was essential, as its structure so far was 

"feudal in essence". 
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Pasang insisted that the Army should be restructured as per the status of the State. 

"Problems can't be addressed through old perspectives" he said, adding that better civil-

military relations were necessary for Nepal today as well as in the future. "Day to day 

relation with people should be improved through a constructive approach. The Army 

must work to ensure that the people's money—which constitutes their budget—is well 

utilized. "Adaptability (with the new situation), efficiency building and active force were 

the need for national Army today for which we must all work jointly," he observed. 

 

CMR: A quesiton of minimal distance between civilian government and the army 

 

Dr Indrajit Rai, a noted expert on security affairs, expressed the view that CMR was a 

continual process and not just a relation between the C-in-C and the PM, or the Singha 

Durbar and the Army headquarters. It is also the relations between the people and the 

Army. However, he said the army cannot be kept under a "full-fledged civilian control" 

as desired by some intellectuals. He argued that no constitution in the world provides for 

such a condition. The spirit underlying the question of better civil-military relations, 

therefore, is that the distance between the Army and the civilian government should be 

smaller. 

 

Dr Rai referred to criticism from some quarters at a retired army general (Brig. Gen. 

Kumar Phudung) joining the Interim Parliament under the nomination of CPN (Maoist), 

and said the criticism was not fair. He believed that even a retired army could express his 

political ideology. 

 

Regarding the debate over the civilian trial against offenders from military staff, he said 

the first action is usually taken in the military martial court, by defrocking the offenders 

from uniform (to protect the sanctity of the institution). Then the trial could later be 

transferred to civilian court, according to him. 
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Stress on adopting holistic approach 

 

Bishnu Raj Upreti, a conflict analyst, described the discussion as "important" and shed 

light on key aspects of the inter-relations between the military and other organs such as 

the state, parliament and the people. He said while the relation with the state 

(government) or the Parliament is political in nature, the relation with people is usually 

concerned "human rights" perspectives. But the state is not every serious (in assessing 

and maintaining) these relations properly. Upreti claimed that even the peace accord 

between the government and the Maoists has not been able to address the military issue 

properly. We should not look at the Army as an "island" isolated from others. Isolation or 

tendency to isolate won't help their democratization. Even the Maoists must chalk out a 

clear view and agenda in this connection. Presently, clarity is missing from both sides. 

Efforts should be made to develop civil-military relations in a holistic approach. 

 

Need for assessing the positive role of the army 

 

Some of the participants shed light on the Nepalese Army's role in promoting national 

unity and development, and its role as peace builder in the international front. "As we 

have established this, the size of the Army deserves to be increased," said Bharat 

Rayamajhi, a Retited Colonel of the Nepalese Army. He said preparation of a force takes 

a long time and it is very difficult to get them when we need them. "Therefore we must 

make preparation in advance and upgrade the force so that we can use them when 

necessary for the cause of the nation. During the conflict also, we were better when size 

was greater." 

 

He also wondered what problem the state would have to allow C-in-C in the National 

Defense Council. If anything, the omission only helps to increase doubt. The state must 

also assess the positive role of the army. As far as the question of ex-army being 

nominated as the Member of Parliament, he said this is a welcome step and must be 
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encouraged rather than debated. "Why only one ex-Army…? Why not more of us?" he 

stressed. 

 

CMR: Does it really have any problem in Nepal? 

 

Senior journalist Aditya Man Shrestha opined that CMR never ever suffered any problem 

in Nepal. When was the army not civil in Nepal? It was civil under the King, and civil 

now as well. He said the Nepalese Army had a lot of qualified people which "this 

discussion" also manifested. The Army in Nepal has only listened to orders of higher 

authority or command and it never ever played a political role in Nepal. The Army was 

for national defense, no doubt, but it was now time we stretch it as international. "All 

adults must acquire military training. And we should begin to think of Nepalese Army 

through international peace perspective. Nepalese are advanced in it and we have to cash 

in on it. Women recruitment too should be promoted," he observed. 

 

Stress on teaching security issues at schools and colleges 

 

DB Ghale, Brigadier General (Rtd) of the Nepalese Army,   expressed the view that civil-

military relations were critical everywhere in world. This is so even in the case of UN 

peacekeeping force. He said CMR had various dimensions which could be affected even 

by simple matters. 

 

As far as our situation is concerned, the communication gap seems to be a major barrier. 

Political commitment for enhancing and upgrading the efficiency of the Army was 

always lack-luster, especially in the post-1990 scenario. At the same time, the Army too 

was not fully aware about their role and responsibilities. But now the army has 

understood. Security strategist must be included in the National Defense Council. Code 

of Conduct and strategic issues must be taught at schools and colleges. This is necessary 

to instill strategic vision amongst members of our coming generation, in matters of 

security. Leaders and people must know what 'insurgency' is. People's aspiration at the 
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moment is high; at least their minimum requirements should be addressed through 

political, social and economic approach. 

 

"The job of the Army is very complex. There are 20-25 courses for them, and a lot of 

hard work. Don't misunderstand us. Army must work as per the guidance or command of 

the state leadership. But use of minimum force may be necessary in case of 

emergencies." 

 

Political commitment necessary for better CMR 

 

Political scientist Prof. Yagya Adhikari expressed the view that all of us need to " assess 

our past roles" irrespective of our allegiances. Civil-Military relations in the past could 

not be regarded as satisfactory, and it is the political parties who must first commit to 

listen to the voice. If parties do not breed democratic culture then this relation is bound to 

suffer still longer. Army ought to be managed in line with the norms of modern 

democratic governance but attempt to democratize (reform) the Army should be 

considered from structural as well as functional aspects. 

 

The same applies to the question of adjusting the Maoist force in the national 

mainstream. He cited the example of Guatemala, where civil war was addressed by 

integrating the rebel forces into the national mainstream. He suggested that the Act be 

made as per the spirit of the Constitution to manage the integrated force properly. 

 

Need for clear concept on national security 

 

Dr Dwarika Nath Ddhungel, Executive Director, IIDS, said the discussion on CMR was a 

good and highly relevant one. However, it is not a legal issue at this time. In today's 

Nepal, civil-military relations must be seen in political perspective, because the nation is 

in transitional phase. What's more, we should not underrate the military officials from 

academic angles too. The nation today needs a clear concept on national security. The 
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concept could be designed from any party--even the Maoist can do this. The Army obeys 

the leadership. 

 

But in the recent past, there have been instances when members of the Army have 

forgotten people when covered by uniform. This cannot be denied. As for the integration, 

we can see that even in 1951, the Mukti Sena (Liberation Army of the Nepali Congress) 

were first included in the Police and later integrated in the Army. We need not consider 

integration in the negative light. Different countries have opened schools for strategic 

studies. We too should promote and support such concepts. 

 

 

Education and behavioral aspects affect CMR 

 

Brig. Gen. Nirendra Aryal, chief of the Human Rights Division of the NA, expressed the 

view that the Act alone cannot serve the purpose of enhancing CMR. In order to have the 

CMR and the security issue properly addressed, we should also focus on education and 

behavioral aspects that make the difference. He also opined that the topic could have 

been "better discussed" if the paper had been sent to the participants in advance. 

 

Image building: Army must work to maintain positive image among people 

 

Kashi Raj Dahal, former registrar at the Supreme Court of Nepal, said that the Army was 

ultimately answerable to the citizens and therefore its image must be positive amongst the 

people. Army structure was never favorable toward people. He stressed that the "loyalty" 

must be clear to clearly establish confidence among the people. 

 

Secondly, the present concern about CMR is partly related to the past behavior on part of 

our security forces, which somehow failed to be "transparent". Disciplinary norms 

singularly connected with the army and the issues that show relation to the public world 

"must be well demarcated". The issue of 'corruption' within the Army, for instance, 

concerns more with civilian scrutiny rather than military. The practice of putting good 
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and bad in the same basket has only helped to blur the image of the Army. Next, 

meritocracy is often questioned in the Army's recruitment or appointment process. It 

should be made transparent. 

 

His suggestion regarding the issue of integration of Maoist forces was that a "careful 

homework must begin right now" on the assimilation process.  A minimal infrastructural 

base should be developed to ease the adjustment for selective and qualified ones. 

 

National Defense Council and the Army 

 

One of the participating delegates pointed out at the relevance of Scandinavian model of 

civic education, where finders submit 90 percent of discovered "lost properties" to the 

police. This is a matter of trust. If elected governments go on ignoring the Army then 

loyalty may naturally be affected. The Nepalese Army has played huge role in building 

this nation, so none can afford to ignore it. Also, none can imagine a National Defense 

Council without Chief of the Army Staff. Already, the Police force is fully politicized; 

but the Army cannot be expected to undergo the same way. 

 

Need for clearly outlining national objective 

 

Another retired officer of the Nepalese Army, Major Sushil  Dahal (Rtd), expressed the 

view that discussion pondered on many issues yet the national objective was missing. 

Things or the issues can be addressed only when we make national objectives clear. He 

said some people also talk about "bad generals" of the Nepalese Army but what they 

mean by this is not clear. Maybe, the term is applied for those violating the perceived 

norms and standards. First we have to spell out the objective clearly, and then make a 

strategy that reflects the objective. Anyone violating such a strategy could then be called 

"bad" and prosecuted accordingly. 

 

Presently, uniform has been misused on many counts. The policy makers in the Army 

need not be too scared of civilian leadership. Crisis of confidence should be overcome. 
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Enhance image, introduce a security agenda 

 

Advocate Dr Shankar Kumar Shrestha, former Secretary with the National Human Rights 

Commission, made this remark: "I used to think that the Army and the court were 

disciplined, but the intervention in civil administration which we detected while in 

NHRC gave me another impression. Actually, the credibility of the Nepalese Army has 

reduced due to this. However, I don't think the Army is to blame here. Civilian 

government gave wrong guidance through corrupt, inexperienced hands that are in the 

helms of affairs in the civil leadership. What's more, the state must not be low and 

inactive even during a transitional period. A national security agenda is therefore 

essential." 

 

Army must accept the verdict of the people 

 

Prabhakar, a Maoist legislator in the Interim Parliament, stressed the need for clearing 

misunderstandings. He said the discussion was helpful to bring us together and clear 

some of the misunderstanding. Describing himself as a "politically oriented soldier", he 

said mistakes should not be repeated and dedication to nation must reflect in our actions. 

He was of the view that the state and its leadership ought to be able to address the 

problems by ensuring due accommodation to all segments of society in the new 

democratic framework of governance. 

 

"We are entering a new age and a new commitment is necessary," he said, adding that the 

Army "is essential" for the nation and a comprehensive national strategy also is essential. 

But along with this, a forward movement is also equally necessary. Reflecting his party's 

view he said, "While all people should have the quality for defending the nation (militia 

training), the size of the Army should be as much as would be necessary for the defense 

of the national sovereignty." 
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In this connection, the Army must accept the verdict of the people, he said. "People 

cannot decide wrong." History begins when things that appeared impossible turn 

possible. Mistake realization is necessary. 

 

Regarding Phudung's nomination in the Interim Parlaiment, he said there were people 

like him in the Army who deserved national recognition. He might have become close to  

Maoist after being an MP, but he was not a Maoist before we nominated him, he tried to 

explain. 

 

Other side of the coin: Take stock of Army's experience too 

 

Brigadier Gen. B A Kumar Sharma, the chief of the Army's legal department, described 

Mr Acharya's understanding of the Nepalese Army as incomplete. "You might have 

studied but experience is missing," he said. "We know our problem, rule, intricacies. 

Army act was made but without representation of the Army." He further explained that 

"martial court is established on case-basis and the verdict is delivered sooner. Civilian 

court cannot do like this. If army's officials are put in civilian court, we may not be able 

to use his service efficiently, as the verdict there would take a long time. 

 

Besides, court must also have military grooming to handle military cases." He claimed 

that in the Army, punishment was in ratio of the position….. the bigger the post the 

bigger the penalty. Civilian discipline does not do this. ….And we have punished higher 

officials like Majors. How many Secretaries have the government punished so far? Let's 

interact more by mutual discussion for the sake of clarity. Coming out in the public is not 

our role," he observed. As regards the question of the lack of transparency in the Army 

Welfare Fund, he said it was created itself rather than by institutional effort. 

 

Army needs professionalism, non-interference from politics 

 

Brigadier Gen. Ananta Bahadur Thebe, who is also the spokesperson of the Nepalese 

Army said even the army didn't believe in hiding information. He said the incident in 
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Nagarkot was indeed sad but calling it "massacre" is not fair. "Our website has much 

information for the public. The Army is not against the idea of integrating some Maoist 

combatants into it based on their quality and competence. Thebe pointed to the words 

such as "possible integration" by fulfilling "standard norm" in the arms management 

accord. 

 

He added that the Army should remain apolitical, as the national security was its only 

concern. Even Army is citizen. National interest must be clearly defined or outlined. 

Army could be a tool to implement that. Army is essential not only during external 

invasion, but also to face internal challenges. Citing reports he said more nations are 

likely to emerge by 2020. This is not possible without separation or disintegration. 

"Should we not prevent that in Nepal?" he asked, pointing at the rationale of the Army. 

 

He said we should follow holistic and pragmatic approach in clarifying the role of the 

Army. Once the role and agenda are made clear, strength is automatically determined.  

We are responsible Army and are always ready to accept civilian supremacy. Nepalese 

Army is ever committed and loyal to the government; it never has any political ambition 

and will possibly never have. 

 

We may talk of making the army more professional, but the word "democratizing" is a bit 

misplaced. Should there be elections within the Army? We have participatory decision-

making process that enhances professionalism. He said political leaders must learn better 

about the Army and its culture, and non-interference from politics also is equally 

necessary. 

 

Response from the presenter 

 

'Civilian control necessary for better CMR and professional credentials' 

 

At the end of the program, Advocate Bhimarjun Acharya answered some of the key 

questions raised over his paper. He said civilian control facilitates better relations 
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between the Army and the people, while the legal framework guides this relation. It 

cannot be ignored, ruling out its legal implications. Legal framework is highly necessary 

in facilitating a better CMR, which is a fundamental issue in a modern democracy. 

King can never be a component of civilian authority. Things should reflect the 

universally applied norms and practices. Only after that, the Army could be regarded as 

truly professional and democratic army. 

 

Synopsis of Nepalgunj Seminar 

 

Freedom Forum organized a roundtable meeting in Nepalgunj on 23 December 2006. The 

program was held as a seminar, after conducting an analytical research into the legal 

aspects of civil-military relationship in Nepal. The objective of the meeting was to 

present the findings of the analysis, based on the Legal Analysis Report and solicit 

diverse views on the issue with the aim of generating consensus for future agendas—both  

legal and political—for enhancing the civil-military relation in Nepal. 

 

Proceedings 

 

Bipul Pokharel, local coordinator for the roundtable, welcomed all the participants of the 

program in the first session. The roundtable had diverse participation of intellectuals, 

political leaders, and members of the civil society as well as doctors, professors, teachers, 

lawyers, student leaders, representatives of the Nepalese Army and others. 

 

Taranath Dahal, chairman of Freedom Forum, presided over the function and shed light 

on the importance of the enhanced civil-military relations for strengthening democracy in 

Nepal. "The control of people-elected representatives over the military is very necessary 

to ensure that we are not going to lose democracy again," he said. Dahal also played the 

role of facilitator in the program. 
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In the program, advocate Bhimarjun Acharya, who specializes in the areas of 

constitutional law, made a presentation on the prevailing state of civil-military relations 

in Nepal. His presentation dealt with both theoretical and practical aspects of the civil-

military relations. In the first part of the presentation, Acharya dwelt on the concept of 

civil-military relationship and the rationale behind the concept of civilian control over the 

state's military. In the second part of the presentation, he dwelt on the historical 

perspective of civil-military relationship in Nepal, and deliberated at length on the Royal 

control over military, legal and constitutional frameworks and problems seen in the CMR 

in Nepal. 

 

Following the presentation, the roundtable was opened for floor discussion. All the 

participants including the delegates representing the Nepalese Army presented their 

views in the discussion. The views of the participants are documented in following 

section. 

 

CMR in Democracy 

 

(Views of the participants and recommendation for CMR) 

 

1. Why is it necessary to have an Army in a country? 

• To defend the country and its people 

• To provide support at the time of natural calamities and disaster 

• To support or provide back up to institutions like monarchy (historical/traditional 

role) 

• To promote development engagements (relatively modern role) 

 

2. Civil -Military Relationship in Nepal 

• This is relatively new discourse in Nepal 

• There are some CMR sensitive provisions in law, but implementation aspect is 

poor. 

• CMR has to be considered in both theoretical (policy) and practical dimensions. 
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• Policy: Even the Constitution of 1990 provided for good CMR but political 

leaders failed to recognize this. 

• Practice: The atrocities and inhuman action of the Army personnel has tainted the 

image of the entire institution of the Army. 

• There are many instances of weak CMR 

 

Recommendation: Army has to improve a lot in terms of its activities and attitudes 

towards people as well as civilian government to ensure better CMR 

 

3: What kind of army is required in Nepal? 

• Professional 

• One that is under the control of civilian government 

• One that is not a leading force but only an implementer of government action plan 

• One that is loyal to the elected government and accountable to the elected 

Parliament 

• One that is highly disciplined and without any political ambition 

• One that is inclusive in nature—without any forms of discriminations against 

citizens 

 

4. Problems faced by the Army (the Army's perspective) 

• People have some pre-conceived ideas and mindset against the Army 

• There is a tendency to link individual incidents or errors on part of some members 

of the Army staff in a way to tarnish the image of the entire institution, although 

individual deeds do not and cannot represent the whole institution. 

• Media often bloat the issues relating to the Army, focusing more on the negative 

side. It would be better if media abstains from giving negative hype and focus 

instead on peace journalism. 

 

5. Initiative taken by the Army 

 

• Opening of Human Rights cell in every unit 
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• Department of Public Relations to ensure efficient flow of information 

 

6. What do people think about the Army? 

 

• It's working more like the family army of the Royal Palace, to serve the interest of 

the monarchy 

• It has always worked as a back-up force in every subversion made against 

Democracy 

• It has also worked as a back-up force against every movement for democracy 

• It has a feudal structure regarding its organizational setup 

• Top posts in the Army are practically limited within some specific class of people 

affiliated with the Palace. 

 

7. How to reform CMR? 

 

• Strong constitutional and legal provision should be made to bring the Army under 

the control of civilian government 

• Size of the Army should be determined on the basis of necessity 

• The Army should be engaged more in development activities 

• Proper cultural management must be ensured within the Army 

• The Army must work to ensure high professionalism and maintain strict discipline 

• De-politicization of the Army and the army officials is always important. Army 

must not meddle in the national politics. 

• The Army must establish its loyalty to the people, by being loyal to the civilian 

government. 

• Army should be inclusive (representation of all castes and ethnicity must be 

ensured without any bias whatsoever) 

• No amnesty should be given to any of the Army officials who breach rules or 

laws, but they should be made duly accountable even to the atrocities committed 

in the past. 
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• Jurisdiction shift:1.court martial should be applied only for military crimes 

2. Army personnel should be tried in civil courts in legal 

disputes involving civilians, and in cases relating to violations 

of human rights. 

• Provision should be made for immediate removal of disloyal Army officers 

• Arrangement should be made to bridge the information gap between the Army 

and the people by developing good intercommunication system. 

• The military human resources should be engaged in infrastructure development 

activities. 

 

8. Democratization of the Army 

 

• The Army must always be governed by the Rule of Law 

• It must work to promote internal democratization within the organization. 

• Civil society has to work as a pool and watchdog to define and monitor the 

behavior of the Army towards the people. 

• Transparency ought to be maintained in recruitment, career development 

opportunities and other processes within the organization 

• System should be developed for giving civilian orientation to the Army through 

effective training packages. 

 

 

Synopsis of Biratnagar Seminar 

 

The Biratnagar seminar, held even earlier than in Nepalgunj, i.e. on 25 November, 2006, 

was in fact the first seminar of its kind dealing on the topic of civil-military relations. It 

no doubt helped to break ice in the sense that experts and professionals in the concerned 

areas engaged in a critical deliberation on this highly sensitive but crucial area such as the 

civil-military relations. 
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Introduction 

 

The program opened with the welcome address by Vijaya Mishra, secretary of Freedom 

Forum Biratnagar, and the local coordinator of the program. Pradip Ghimire, Secretary 

General of Freedom Forum, shed light on the activities of the Forum and highlighted the 

significance of the CMR discourse. He said the Forum came into being immediately after 

the Royal takeover of February 1, 2005, by which the monarch exercised full executive 

control over the state affairs which ultimately became the cause of the pro-democracy 

protests and subsequent reinstatement of the Parliament on 24 April 2006. People who 

were in the forefront of the movement for Democracy, and those who opposed the king's 

autocratic rule felt that freedom was the first and prime agenda. To achieve the goal of 

attaining freedom and democratic rights, the Forum resorted to academic, scholarly and 

professional discourses which, eventually, also boost up the movement, he said. 

 

 

Presentation 

 

The concept paper on the discourse was presented by none other than the same advocate 

Bhimarjun Acharya, who had already explored CMR in Nepalese context through a 

study. In fact, it was his concept paper that animated all the three CMR discourses 

included in this report. The research based concept paper enlightened the core issues of 

the civil-military relations, also outlining the present challenges for restructuring the 

military institution in Nepal. 

 

Discussion 

 

Many intellectuals, including army officers, discussed the issue in a very lively and 

pragmatic manner. Almost all the participants underscored the need for better CMR 
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although their perceptions varied regarding the roles played by different stakeholders, 

including the army, so far. Journalists, lawyers, professors, political analysts, party 

workers as well as social activists took part in the discussion. 

 

 

Recommendations 

 

Based on the presentation and intense deliberation, which also incorporated independent 

observations, a set of resolutions were made by the participants at the end of the program. 

Pradip Ghimire, the rapporteur of the program, says the following resolutions were 

presented and unanimously endorsed by the participants at the end of the program: 

 

• The size of the Army deserves reduction. 

• Army staff should be given more professional training and equipped with 

modern arms to enhance their capacity. 

• Army must shift its "traditional loyalty to the Palace" into a loyalty to the 

elected civilian government. 

• Procedural and structural mechanism should be built up to allow cases of 

violations of civil liberty and rights, and other cases involving civilian 

matters, to be handled by the civilian court. 

• Rewards and punishment should be provided for, and effectively put into 

practice, for making the Army cadets obedient, disciplined and responsible. 

• Army should abide by the Rule of Law. In principle, it should be placed under 

the head of the state. 

• To update and enhance the quality of the Army officials, human rights and 

civic education should be incorporated in the Army's training course. 

• The Army's rules and regulations ought to be public and it should be approved 

by the parliament or other body representing the people 
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• The Army should not be politicized in any way.  Hence, the Maoist Army 

(PLA)--that is politically educated and motivated--should be rehabilitated in a 

different way rather than integrating them into the Nepalese Army. 

 

 

 

Chief Recommendations 

 

 

• Civil-Military relation is a relatively new discourse in Nepal but it deserves to 

be promoted for the cause of enhancing this relationship to suit democratic 

system. 

 

• Policy reforms aimed at re-building the institution of Army must not exclude 

the Army from the decision making process as well as the decision-making 

apparatus. 

 

• Army needs a transformation into a democratic mind-set, as well as upgrading 

its professionalism. 

 

• Nationwide dialogues and intensive discussions and interactions should be 

held extensively to support and facilitate the initiatives towards reforming the 

civil-military relations in Nepal. 

 

• Academic research, studies and publication of materials supportive to issues 

relating to Civil-Military relations should be promoted. 

 

• Nationwide debate and studies are necessary to review the structure of the 

Army in Nepal. 
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• Army is part and parcel of the national system, but the state must work to 

ensure that it is accountable and strictly disciplined. 

 

• National Security Agenda (or Objective) should be prepared to guide the role 

and limitations of the Army as the national defense force. 

 

• Army must be able to reflect total loyalty to the civilian government in order 

to help build a better civil-military relationship.
